We will depart from Outdoor Rec around 7 a.m., arriving in Modena around 10 a.m. where we will 

begin a guided tour of Acetaia Paltrinieri (a maker of Balsamic Vinegar). Their company dates back 

to the 19
th

 century when the villa where they are located was first built and is a family business with 

a log heritage and tradition of balsamic vinegar. 

 

The traditional balsamic vinegar of Modena is an old product with an absolutely contemporary flavor 

for modern clientele. We will enjoy a guided tour of the facility with Giacomo, our guide, and will 

follow up the tour with some sampling as well as any purchases you may desire. 

 

Once we have concluded our tour of the Acetaia we will proceed on to Piacenza, a nearby city full of 

art and history,. This city is inviting, rich in museums, churches, palaces and theatres that open from 

September to May proposing concerts, ballets, drama and opera. Piacenza is a city worth being 

known and to be discovered in its wholeness.
