Head north on Via Aldo Moro, take the 

ramp and keep going straight. At the 

traffic circle follow signs for the A4 

Autostrada (Highway). Take your ticket 

and head east to Venice for approx. 55 

km. Continue going straight and follow 

the signs to Venice. When you exit for  

Venice, follow signs for Mestre train  

Station. Keep going straight and you will 

find an industrial area, where you’ll find 

parking for the day for €5. Then you can 

take the bus (Linea 2) to Piazzale Roma.
