The combination of  

Cappello and Capuleti led people 

to believe that this had been 

Juliet’s house, the unhappy lover 

of the noted Shakespearean  

tragedy. In reality the building 

dates from the XII century. In  

1905 the house was purchased  

by the City of Verona.

The Forum, center of city life  

during Roman times, was situated 

here. The Piazza delle Erbe has 

continued to fill this same role for 

centuries as a meeting place, home 

to the market, and also home to the 

city's administration. The center of 

the square contains the monuments 

that symbolize the different rulers 

of Verona. The most famous is the 

fountain, built using a Roman 

statue during Scaligeri rule and 

later known as the "Madonna  

Verona.”
