European Task Force. Soldiers’ Theatre was the first 
military theatre to be competitive award recipients in 

the National Theatre Festival at AACT/Fest ‘99.  
 

In July 2006, Soldiers’ Theatre was, once again, the first 
military theatre awards recipient, and the official United 
States representative, at the AACT International Thea-
tre Festival in Midland, Texas. 
The program, staff and volunteer participants are  
members of the IMA-E Entertainment Program and 
the American Association of Community Theatre.
